4. We are against the prohibition of drugs and are for the regulation of currently illegal drugs.

5.  "Our Lives, Our Voice, Our Way" : As People who have used drugs, we must have real representation and power within those institutions that have a significant impact on our lives.

6. We recognize that various groups are differently affected by the harms associated with the use of drugs, and they may need to organize autonomously as well as part of a larger group. We support the self-directed empowerment of People who Use Drugs and are committed to the diversity and autonomy of our members.
